1 Introduction to Hirosaki Gakuin University

Hirosaki Gakuin University opened in 1886 as the first
general education school for females in Aomori prefecture.
The Tsugaru clan of Hirosaki supported Mr. Yoichi Honda’s
pioneering doctrine of Christian education for the nation.
Currently, a junior high school, high school, university, and
a graduate school comprise the educational organization.

Hirosaki Gakuin University, founded in the spirit of
“Honoring God, Loving People,” opened as a junior college
in 1950. In 1971, a four-year School of Liberal Arts was
established; followed by the opening of the School of Social
Welfare in 1999 and the School of Nursing in 2005. In
2003, the Graduate School of Social Welfare was opened,
followed by the Graduate School of Liberal Arts in 2005.
The university is now comprised of three undergraduate

schools encompassing four departments and two graduate
programs.

3 Facilities
3.1 Hirosaki Gakuin Foreign Missionary Residence
The red-roofed foreign missionary house with a striking
peak was sent to the Hirosaki Women’s School in 1906
and built as a dormitory for foreign missionaries. In 1978,
it was designated as an Important Cultural Property. It is
currently open to the general public as a museum.

3.2 University Chapel
The Hirosaki Gakuin University Chapel was built in
2000. Built in a Middle Ages, classic Romanesque chapel

style, it includes antique stained glass relocated from
historic European and American churches. It also houses
a pipe organ made in 1880 in England by Bryceson Bros.
& Ellis.

5.2 Eligibility Criteria
Foreign citizen applicants (those without Japanese

citizenship) should have one of the following qualifications.

Japanese language proficiency: the applicant should have

proficiency equivalent to JLPT N2 level, or a score of 200

or higher on the Examination for Japanese University

Admission for International Students (EJU) (reading

comprehension, listening comprehension - listening-

reading comprehension) .

[Qualifications]

Applicants must fall into one of the following categories:

(1) Those in a foreign country must have completed 12
years of education, or the equivalent as designated by
the Japanese Minister of MEXT, by March 31 of the
year of enrollment.

(2) Those persons designated by the Minister of the
MEXT as qualified (International Baccalaureate, etc.) ;
those qualified to enter a foreign university.

(3) Those who meet the above qualifications and who
are approved by the university with superior academic
ability.

The student must have a sponsor (such as a parent
or guardian) who is able to pay the entrance fee, tuition,
fees, and living expenses.

6 Transfer Student Admissions Examination
In addition to the requirements listed in section 5
above, there is an entrance examination for international
transfer students. If you are applying under this category,
please contact the university Admissions Information
Center prior to beginning the application process.

7 Preferential Treatment of Admission Fees and Tuition
for High Achievers
(MThose with scores of N1 on the JLPT, or with 360
or higher (out of 450 points) on EJU (Reading
Comprehension, Listening Comprehension/Listening
and Reading Comprehension), will be considered
high achievers and be fully exempted from paying
the admission fees. Additionally, half of the tuition
(excluding various fees) for the year of admission and
the following year (Ist and 2nd years) will be waived.




(@ Students with good attendance and excellent grades
(GPA of 30 or higher) in their Ist and 2nd years will
also be exempted from half of the tuition (excluding
other fees) for their 3rd and 4th years.

8.2 Eligibility Criteria

Foreign citizen applicants (those without Japanese
citizenship) should have one of the following
qualifications. Japanese language proficiency: the applicant
should have proficiency equivalent to JLPT N2 level, or
a score of 200 or higher on the Examination for Japanese
University Admission for International Students (EJU)
(reading comprehension, listening comprehension -
listening-reading comprehension) .

[Qualifications]
Applicants should fall into one of the following
categories:

(1) Those who are graduates of a Japanese university
must have graduated or be prospective graduates by
March 31 of the year of intended enrollment.

(2) Those in a foreign country must have completed, or
be able to complete 16 years of education by March 31
of the year of enrollment.

(3) Those who have been deemed qualified by the
Japanese Minister of MEXT based on equivalent
academic experience or ability.

(4) Those judged by the university's Graduate School to
have obtained academic ability or experience equal to
that of a bachelor’s degree.

The student must have a sponsor (such as a parent
or guardian) who is able to pay the entrance fee, tuition,
fees, and living expenses.
